This Sunday we celebrate the Feast of Holy Etchmiadzin. The cathedral of Holy Etchmiadzin
was built in A.D. 303, after St. Gregory the Illuminator had a vision in which Christ struck the
ground with a golden hammer and instructed Gregory to erect a church on the site. The feast
day commemorates the founding of the Universal Church (the idea that there was one church,
founded by Jesus Christ and spread by the Apostles) and St. Gregory’s vision.
