Update on Our Aid to Artsakh & Armenia  

The St. Hagop Parish Council unanimously voted to give $10,000 for 
Artsakh humanitarian aid from church savings. We are gratified to report 
that this donation was matched and exceeded by our community with an 
additional $23,001 donated. To date, St. Hagop has sent $32,351 to our 
Diocese, who is transferring 100% of funds to Artsakh Aid.
